
Copies of DWI videotapes are made Tuesday through Friday from 8:00 am to 3:00 pm.


Policy Regarding Obtaining Copies of DWI Videos And Authorization to Obtain Copy
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The attorney of record representing a person charged with DWI, or the defendant in that case, or certain third parties, may obtain copies of a DWI video in a case pending. To obtain a copy of a video the following conditions must be met:

1. “Attorney of record” means that the attorney requesting the copy is attached to the case in the Justice Information Management System (J.I.M.S.). If the attorney cannot be located in the system as the attorney of record in that case by the DWI videotape custodian, the attorney must file with the district clerk an attorney of record. The form is available in all county courts.

2. The defendant may obtain a copy of the video by identifying her-/himself with a Texas driver license or other identification acceptable by the person who is custodian of the videotapes. The defendant seeking the copy of the videotape must be connected to the case number in the J.I.M.S. as the defendant.

3. A third party may obtain a copy on behalf of the attorney of record by presenting an affidavit signed by the attorney of record. If the attorney signing the third-party affidavit is not the attorney of record, the attorney must file with the district clerk an attorney of record in order to be designated in the Justice Information Management System (J.I.M.S.) as the attorney of record.

The attorney, defendant, or third party must provide the videotape custodian with a blank tape for copying. Only one copy will be made in any case under this procedure. Subsequent copies may only be obtained by presenting a certified copy of a signed order directing the custodian to create a duplicate tape. The person requesting the subsequent tape must also provide a blank tape to the custodian.
